e Simple cooperative movement games:

o Cooperative musical chairs: Set up just like traditional musical chairs, except now each child
must find a place to sit. Encourage children to share, sit on laps, and get creative about
helping their friends find a place to sit. Each time the music stops, remove a chair and help
children think of ways to sit.

o Balloon toss: Inflate a few balloons. Encourage children to work together to keep the
balloons in the air.

Wagons pull: Encourage children to take turns pulling each other in a wagon.

o Parachute games: Use small or large parachutes and encourage children to work together to

keep a ball bouncing in the middle.
